This partially true email about car ñcode 

grabbersò submitted by a member of the club 

is making the rounds again in email circles 

since it is an old problem dating back to the 

1980ôs. If your car has a remote keyless entry 

(RKE) and it is older than the mid-1990ôs, 

car thieves can use a ñcode grabberò to catch 

its fixed RF code. If your car is newer, it is 

unlikely a car thief has the equipment or time 

to decode your RKE since it now uses a ran-

dom rolling code.
