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PICC Luncheon – May 20, 2011

Three members from PCMC attended this annual event luncheon and they are:  Tommy Davis, Linda 
Hallberg, and myself.  It was held at the Showare Event Center in Kent and PICC was celebrating their 
20th anniversary with an outstanding attendance of 750 people. 
For those new members who are not familiar with PICC, we as a club donate our proceeds from our an-
nual Christmas auction anywhere up to $1,400 plus, and have been donating for the past 20 years.  
PICC stands for Pediatric Interim Care Center for drug babies whose mothers were on drugs during 
their pregnancy and need very special 24 hour medical care in a safe environment when they are born 
and leave after a month stay.  This is the only facility like this in Washington State.   
We had a wonderful time; we sat with very friendly people working in different business facets, we were 
served a very delicious chicken or a vegetarian meal including a scrumptious dessert!  Our lunches 
were paid for by the Event Sponsor, Tecton Corporation, a property management company.  It was so 
well organized; Margo Meyers, Seattle television personality and former anchor from KIRO, was the 
commentator for the event. 
When we arrived, we picked our name badges which included our name, table, and meal we were eat-
ing.  On display were a silent auction raffle items from a 14K White Gold Pearl Strand Necklace to a 7 
day cruise on Holland America Cruise Line to home or bought quilts for purchase to help fund PICC. 
PICC operates fully from donations.  Our legislatures support this center 100% because of the savings 
of $80M, which is absorbed by the Center and not by the State.  They are considered a true role model 
for Washington because 2,006 children have been treated there by professional doctors, nurses, and 
cared for by volunteers.  
PICC was started by Barbara Drennen and Barbara Richards and opened their facility together on Octo-
ber 1, 1990.  They started seeing a few babies at first and thought they should open a full time facility to 

house more babies for special medical treatment.    
There were Dignitaries in attendance, U. S. Con-
gressman, Dave Reichert, Lt. Governor Brad Owen, 
and Washington State Representative, Dave Upthe-
grove.  They all spoke very highly of PICC.  Dave 
Reichert told us a story about his two grandchildren, 
who were adopted from PICC.  Barbara Drennen, 
owner, received a framed flag from Dave and his 
grandchildren as special recognition for her dedica-
tion in accomplishing the special care for these chil-
dren. 
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Jodie Sweetin was the feature speaker.  She was the actress on Full House played 
as Stephanie Tamer, and is the author of “UnSweetined,” and sang the Oscar 
Meyers song. She was five years old when she started acting on Full House until 
she was thirteen years old.   She shared her life with us. She was adopted when 
she was younger because both of her parents were addicted to drugs.  Jodie also 
became a drug addict in high school and in college and she thought she would be 
happier in this world by licking this addiction by getting married and start a family, 
unfortunately, she started her drug addiction again.  Soon after her second child 
was born, she decided to seek help to combat this addiction and have a better and 
happier life.  She felt she could not continue like this especially with two young chil-
dren in her life now.   That’s the reason why she wrote a book titled, “UnSweetined” 

telling her life story of her drug addiction and how she overcame this terrible life of hers.   
Also, shown was a video of a 17 year old father whose girlfriend was on drugs while she was pregnant 
with his daughter, Chanel.  With the help from the PICC staff, he visited her every day; experienced bath-
ing her, cuddling her, and spent a lot of time with her because as a young father, he cared so much for his 
daughter and wanted the best for her when recovers. He finally graduated from high school; went on to 
achieve his college degree, he was engaged and brought Chanel home; a caring place for her.  She is 
now a teenager and he became a pilot.  She has developed to be a well mattered, beautiful young lady 
and is doing well in school. They both visited PICC recently and he was astonished on how well PICC has 
changed and Chanel was so grateful she received so much love and care she needed there.   
Baby baskets were the centerpieces and everyone at each table was able to bid on them.  Afterwards, 
Linda was the highest bidder and she picked up her basket for her niece, Amy Hallberg, who is accepting 
her baby soon. 
On a side note, Linda’s sister has adopted 2 children from PICC and Linda’s son and wife also adopted 
their 2 children there as well. 
They receive great support from the community as evident from the donations received.  They have re-
ceived well over ½ million dollars in donations and is growing. 
Barbara Drennen spoke to the group and expressed to all of us how important it was to keep this facility 
going, especially caring for these drug babies.  It truly states that her and her immediate Staff; have been 
honored with praise and encouragement to pursue continuing a facility for these special babies, who need 
the medical care, love and support. It is so heartbreaking to see these babies go through pain, withdraw-
als, and suffering, however, without our generous donations, 
these babies will not be able to survive on their own and give 
them a healthy start in life. 
As the luncheon was drawing to a close, donations were being 
collected from each table; and I am proud to say, we as a club, 
donated $500.00 to PICC. We were honored to attend and help 
them celebrate 20 years of caring for these special children.
